S u p p l i e s :  

 white paper (card stock or watercolour paper or printer paper) 

 baking tray 

 shaving cream (foam, not gel)  

 food colouring or liquid watercolour paint (or both) 

 spatula or knife (for spreading the shaving cream) 

 skewer or chopstick (for swirling) 

 expired credit card (or something similar for scraping) 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

Instructions: 
 

 Begin by letting your child squirt shaving cream all over the baking sheet.  You will 
need the white foamy kind of shaving cream for this.  Shaving gel won’t work. 

 Spread the shaving cream all over the baking sheet in a thick, smooth layer. 

 Next, drip the food colouring and/or liquid watercolours all over the shaving cream. 

 Now, take your skewer or chopstick, and swirl the colour through the shaving cream. 

 The more colour swirls you have in your shaving cream, the more “marbled” your 
paper will turn out. 

 When you’re happy with how swirled your colours are, grab your paper. 

 Have your child gently press the paper into the surface of the shaving cream, and 
leave it for a half-minute or so. 

 Then, lift your paper out of the shaving cream. 

 Leave to dry
